11. Roundtable

e A.Perman shared that SDCCD has a joint partnership committee with San Diego Workforce Partnership.
They have a number of different focus areas working with their business services, and SDCCD Employer
Engagement team looking at how to connect employers as a team. They share outreach and community
engagement, data engagement, and cross training activities. A request for more access and insight to
the ETPL came up. In the fall San Diego Partnership stated they will be leading a workshop on ETPL, and
encouraged them to make it open to all colleges in the region. A tentative save the date for 3.22.24 for
an online regional training around EPTL just centered on the community college perspective.
K. McMackin asked attendees to please join the Workforce Development Council meeting today. The
meeting will be focused on the EDCs.
K. McMackin shared a flyer for the Faculty Work Based Learning PD. If a faculty member is unable to
make the spring cohort, it is suggested they register for summer. Please encourage faculty to participate
and share out their experience.
T. Ngo Bartel shared that COE is updating the Faculty Institute RFA with hopes to release it with the
Regional Consortium maybe early February. E. Matthews will be doing technical assistance.
M. Ash shared that the CAl deadline is coming up, but just got a memo from the Chancellor’s office that
the deadline was extended to 1.16.24. Looks like about 7 colleges plan to apply for CAl and some
colleges plan to apply for multiple grants. Information will be brought back to this group once they find
out who was funded.
