 California Apprenticeship Initiative (CAI) 
o 6 out of 10 SDIC colleges applied 
o Of the 99 eligible proposals in the Planning Grant category, only 35 were funded 

state-wide 
o Region is supporting the college through SWP sector funds for colleges that did 

not receive CAI 
o 4.10.24 – Notification form CCCCO “Will be re-assessing the applications…” 

 Other Funding 
o California Opportunity Youth Apprenticeship (COYA) grant 
o Round 2 – DOL Apprenticeship Building America (ABA2), $95 million 

 Applications are due 4.15.24 
a. Awards will range from $1-6 million (Category C)
